Rally Novice A, B, & C, Rally Advanced A, B and C, Rally Excellent A, B and C, Rally Masters; Obedience Novice A and B, Open A, B and V, Utility A, B and V.  Obedience Non-Regular Classes offered will be Sub-Novice and Brace.     
AWARDS:
Qualifying OBEDIENCE Scores in Regular Classes will be awarded a Green Q Rosette for scores over 170 to above. Rosette Ribbons will be awarded for Placements in Regular Obedience Classes and a High in Trial Obedience Rosette will be awarded.  Also offered will be a Rosette for High Obedience Junior In Trial and Obedience High Combined Score in Open B and Utility B. 
 Non-Regular Obedience ribbons will be roughly comparable to Regular Obedience awards at the class level.
Qualifying RALLY Scores will be awarded a Green Q Rosette for scores of 170 to 194, or an “X” Qualifying Rosette for scores of 195 and above. Rosette Ribbons will be awarded for Placements in each class, and a High in Trial Rally for Each Trial. Also offered will be a Rosette for High Rally Junior in Trial and a Rally High Combined Score in EX B & Masters B.

1. Entries on official ASCA entry forms only. Copies may be made if signed statement is on the back. No other forms accepted. All entries must be signed on the back. 
2. No entry fees will be refunded. Make checks payable to GTDOG. Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry. There is a $35 service charge for returned checks.

3. All dogs' ages will be calculated as of October 22, 2010. Be prepared to present papers on all dogs 6 months of age or older.

4. PLEASE CLEAN UP AFTER YOUR DOGS.

5. Exhibitors, through submission of entry, acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of ASCA rules and regulations. No entry shall be accepted which specifies any conditions as to its acceptance.

6. Aussies must have proof of ASCA registration or ASCA tracking number.
7. The state of Texas requires all dogs have current rabies vaccination. All dogs over 12 weeks of age must have current rabies certificate. A tag does not show proof of vaccination. Thank you for your cooperation.

8. Dog sales are not permitted on the show grounds. No puppies younger than 8 weeks of age allowed at the show site.
9. Any handler, owner, or spectator using excessive abuse towards a dog or exhibiting poor sportsmanship will be asked to leave the show site for the duration of the trial day.

10. GTWAG, their Boards of Directors, ASCA, its Board of Directors, and the property owner assume NO RESPONSIBILITY for any loss, damage, or injury sustained by exhibitors, handlers, or to any of their dogs, personal property, and/or children.
